SIZE RESTRICTIONS:

Maximum size: 36 inches in any direction

PRESENTATION:

 
The final arbiters of presentation 
requirements are the presentation reviewers 
at the ingathering.


• All work must be presented in a 
professional manner.


• Unique presentations will be accepted on 
a case to case basis. Delicate 
presentations are not advised.


• For traditional presentation:

- Glass and mats should be clean and 

the cut edges of the opening should 
not be discolored.


- Mats must be neutral color (white to 
cream)


- Frames should not overwhelm the 
print and in most cases full bleed 
prints should be floated.


• Work must be wired for hanging on the 
gallery system. No sawtooth hangers or 
tab type hangers allowed.

Friday, August 1, Noon - 2pm

they must pick up and deliver the work 
themselves. Artists must pick up un-sold 
work. If you cannot personally pick up your 
pieces, please have a trusted proxy 
retrieve it at times shown from Voice 
Gallery.
